1. All Fishing Equipment will be provided , Rods , Reels Etc
 (please don’t bring your own)
2. BARBLESS HOOKS ONLY     NO MICRO BARBED HOOKS 
3. Supplied equipment only , please do not change leads or tubing.
3. No Carp or large fish to be removed from the water , leave them in the landing net in deep water and contact David or Gabby where we will assist you 
4. Unhooking mats and nets to be provided.  please don't bring your own
5. Fish care kit must be carried and used at all times (provided)
6. No sacking or retaining of any fish
7. No nuts or seeds etc.    
8. No ground bait
9. Boilie only hook baits , maggots and corn only for float fishing
10. No artificial baits.
11. Lake Pellets only  (provided free).  Please don’t bring your own
12. Lake Boilies only  (provided free on request)  please don’t bring your own
13. Maximum 1kg Boilies per day.
14. No Bait Boats.
15. No Fish Finders 
16. No Litter. (this includes cigarette buts and old hook baits, Please don't throw them in the water)
17. Maximum of Two Anglers at any time
18. No Night Fishing, 7am till Dusk only. Gate will be opened from 7am
19. No Surface Fishing
20. Rods must not be left unattended at any time , do not leave inexperienced people in charge of rods
21. Ea Fishing Licence Required.
22. I reserve the right to close the Pool at any time
23. The pool will be closed for two weeks when the fish Spawn
24. No Fishing Equipment is to be brought into the Pods whatsoever ,
rods ,bags . Bait Etc.( if you wish we can store it for you in our secure lock up)
